Our reflective thinking, play-based 
groups provide children an opportunity 
to better understand themselves and 
others.  By utilizing the DIR Floortime 
Principles we work to foster a 
foundation that will facilitate each 
child’s highest level of engagement, 
thinking, and interaction with their 
peers through play.   

Our activities support your child’s 
ability to form and maintain 
relationships while respecting 
individual differences within the group.  
We emphasize 

! Child-generated play. 

! Problem Solving. 

! Semi-structured cooperative 
games and projects, as well as 
explicit adult directed teaching. 

Your child will have opportunities to 
face challenges similar to those 
experienced throughout his/her typical 
day in a developmentally appropriate, 
non-judgmental and supported 
environment. 

Each group will be limited to 4-6 
children allowing the group leaders to 
be immediately available for situation 
specific coaching and exploration.
